This week the other potential Republican candidate held his kickoff fundraiser - at the home of another big-time Capitol lobbyist.
 
That's their right. But if that's the main foundation of someone's support during the campaign, it's the set of whispered voices that will dominate their decisions after the election.
 
Our campaign is built on a different idea: that instead of partisan warfare, special interest spending, and short-term politics, we can cross party lines to build a movement for change that will turn our economy around.
 
At the end of this month, all the campaigns will have to reveal their fundraising totals. Will you help us show that hundreds of citizens can outmatch the contributions of 17 lobbyists and their friends?
 
Whether it is $5 or $500, your contribution today can show that new ideas and new leadership can defeat old politics and the old ways of doing business.
 
While an Arizona state prosecutor taking on fraud and corruption, working in the business world, or serving in the White House, I have seen time after time that we need to give a voice to all those who too often get ignored by our political process.
